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During the seventh week of my training at the Fujairah Police General Headquarters, I attended a community dialogue session with Professor Salma. The session was organized by the General Headquarters of Fujairah Police in collaboration with the Office of Law Respect Culture at the General Department for Community Protection and Crime Prevention, Ministry of Interior, at the Higher Colleges of Technology in Fujairah.
The session focused on discussing the Values and Behaviors of the Emirati Citizen document.
